Quarantine is a term for isolating people suspected of
carrying some infectious or contagious disease. In Latin, the
term literally refers to “forty days.” The forty-day season of
Lent serves as a sort of quarantine for sinners, a time when
the medicine of repentance and faith in God’s Word brings
healing and deliverance from sin, sickness, and death—
whatever causes a person to be rejected, abandoned, or
shunned by others, or even by God. The hand of the Lord is
the reaching, touching, healing hand of the Son of God,
Christ, the mighty Savior, that touches you, bringing healing
and reconciliation with God and His people.

'"Naaman, commander of the army of the king of Syria,
was a great man with his master and in high favor, because
by him the LORD had given victory to Syria. He was a mighty
man of valor, but he was a leper. °Now the Syrians on one
of their raids had carried off a little girl from the land of
Israel, and she worked in the service of Naaman’s wife.
3She said to her mistress, “Would that my lord were with the
prophet who is in Samaria! He would cure him of his



leprosy.” *So Naaman went in and told his lord, “Thus and
so spoke the girl from the land of Israel.” >°And the king of
